Father Bartholomew Hutcherson, OP, the “Pilgrim
Preacher,” is a priest and friar of the Dominican Prov-
ince of the Most Holy Name of Jesus. He has spent
most of the last 30 years working to bring the Gospel
to the young Church: prior to ordination as a lay youth
minister, and most of his 21-year priesthood as a Uni-
versity chaplain at various campuses.

More and more in recent years,
Fr. Bart’s ministry has been focused on preaching,
teaching, and faith formation for adults. He is still ded-
icated to calling young people to their place in the
Church, but has found great joy in serving the broader
